WHAT YOU WILL NEED:

[0 50 x Hellebores

[0 3 xJasmine plants

[0 10 x guelder rose viburnum
[0 40 x white ranunculus

[0 20 x white anemones

[0 15 x white tulips

[0 4xbunches narcissi

[0 6 xclumps of bun moss

[0 1x Smithers-Oasis®Floral Foam
brick

[0 20 x small white ceramic pots
(four varying sizes)




HOW TO / MAKE A SPRING LANDSCAPE
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STEP1

To create this simple landscape effect, gather together a selection
of varying-sized small containers - preferably at three to four
different heights (We have used a selection of white ceramic pots
but anything would do ie glass, terracotta, galvanised, etc.) and
place them at intervals with the tallest towards the back and the
shortest at the front, until a balance is achieved visually. We have
selected a series of 20 pots for our design, but this can be reduced
or increased depending on the surface you wish to cover.

STEP3

In the remaining alter-
nate large pots, place

a small jasmine plant
neatly into the contain-
er and cover the earth
with moss.
